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What is this consultation about?
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We want to find out what you think about the ideas to commission healthcare services for people with learning disabilities in Birmingham.


Birmingham City Council and the NHS want to commission some services for people with learning disabilities in a different way.

Community outreach assessment and treatment services


These services provide support to people with learning disabilities who have challenging behaviour. This service is provided in peoples’ homes
We want to commission better community outreach services, this means:

More people with complex behaviours are supported to live in their own homes.

Social workers and NHS staff working closer together to assess a person’s social care and health needs and plan better all-round support.


Community healthcare services to provide more support to carers to help them support people to live at home.

Community healthcare services to provide more support to organisations that provide services to people with learning disabilities. 


Making sure people have the right service to meet their needs. 

Services are near to where you live and can meet the needs of people living in that area.

Inpatient assessment and treatment service

When people with challenging behaviours cannot be supported at home they go to an inpatient assessment and treatment service. Birmingham Community Healthcare provides this service at BCATS in Kings Norton, Birmingham.

We plan to stop commissioning services from this service in Kings Norton by 31st August 2014. 
We want to support more people to live at home and be part of their local communities instead. We want to do this using the Community outreach assessment and treatment service.

If the community service cannot meet their needs, people will be able to use other inpatient assessment and treatment services.
In the Birmingham area we are proposing to use the following Inpatient Assessment and Treatment services:
