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What is this consultation about?


We want to find out what you think about the ideas to commission healthcare services for people with learning disabilities in Birmingham.


Birmingham City Council and the NHS want to commission some services for people with learning disabilities in a different way.


Some of these services are currently provided by Birmingham Community Healthcare NHS Trust 

We want to do this beginning in August 2014. We won’t do anything until after the end of the consultation.

The service we want to commission in a different way is:

1. Inpatient forensic step down services;


Inpatient forensic step down service

When people with learning disabilities leave prison they sometimes need to go and live in a forensic step down service to support them to live in the community. Birmingham Community Healthcare provides this service at Tessall Lane and Bristol Road in Northfield, Birmingham.

We plan to stop commissioning services from this service in Northfield by 31st August 2014.  We have found other services that can better meet people’s needs and are better value for money.


If people need this type of service in the future we will use other local services, or ones outside of Birmingham if it will best meet their needs.

In the Birmingham area we are proposing to use the following forensic step down services:
