Introduction

What are we consulting on?
This Directorate for People consultation supports the Corporate Budget Consultation for 2015/16. 
The Council continues to struggle with massive cuts in government funding. As around 67% of our money comes from central government, we have had to look at what, and how, we will provide services in the future. This has been done in far-reaching Service Reviews, the work of which was summarised in a Green Paper. More information about the Service Reviews can be found below.
This document explains specific proposals for public health, social care, Supporting People, Homelessness and Education services that are provided by the Directorate for People. If also explains how we will be consulting you about these proposals. 

In December 2014, the Council published its White Paper. This forms the basis of the corporate budget consultation. To find out more and participate in this, please see - http://www.birmingham.gov.uk/budgetviews
Consultation will take place in the following stages:

1. Corporate consultation and Equality Impact Assessment to assist with budget and resource allocation.  This formal budget consultation for 2015-16 closes on 12th January 2015.
2. The Directorate for People consultation and Equality Impact Assessment on the consequences of the implementation of the various proposals.  This Directorate budget consultation for 2015-16 closes on 20th February 2015.
How will we consult people? 

1. We will be asking for views on our proposals from citizens who use services, carers, city council staff, and health partners, organisations that provide adult social care services in the private or voluntary sectors and the general public.
2. We will be asking for your views by means of a questionnaire, participating in consultation meetings, by emailing us or phoning us. We will listen to, and take note of all your comments.

3. We will publish and make widely available what we find out from the consultation and what we plan to do next. We will show where we have changed our proposals as a result of listening to people’s views. Where we have not made changes to our proposals we will explain why this was the case.

4. We will write a report to our Cabinet including material about what we have found out through this consultation. The Cabinet is the governing body of the City Council, made up of elected councillors; it is responsible for decisions on all Council services.
5. A Consultation Roadshow will take place between the 9th December and the 18th December. The Citizen Involvement Team will be visiting a wide range of public places and community groups. They will have information about the proposals, dates of public meetings and take note of any comments from citizens. 
How long will this consultation run for?

This Directorate Budget Consultation begins on Wednesday 10th December 2014 and finishes on Friday 20th February 2015.
Who will be affected by the results of this consultation? 

This consultation affects:

· all adults living in Birmingham who receive or need adult social care services;
· younger adults (aged 18-64 years) living in Birmingham who receive or need services from Supporting People;
· children, young people and adults living in Birmingham who use services from Public Health;

· children, young people and parents living in Birmingham who use Family Support services;

· children and young people who go to school in Birmingham and their parents;

· all adults living in Birmingham who may need adult social care services in the future; 

· carers for adults who live in Birmingham;
· Birmingham City Council staff;
· health services organisations in Birmingham and their staff; and
· private, Third Sector and voluntary providers of adult social care services and their staff
Background Information
Birmingham City Council 2014 Service Reviews and the Green Paper
At the end of October 2014, the City Council published a Green Paper, entitled: “Responding to the challenge, looking to the future”.  This document explained that the Council had been reviewing all the services it provides. These Service Reviews are now complete. There were seven reviews and they identified where savings could be made. 
Services were reviewed according to how much they contribute to the City Council’s goals and priorities. The seven reviews were as follows:

1. Children’s Safeguarding and Education

2. Health and Adult Social Care

3. Employment Support and Transportation Infrastructure

4. Devolved Local Services

5. District Service Level Agreements (DSLAs) and Regulatory Services

6. Financial and Support Services

7. Externally Contracted and Council-Traded Services
We have made £460 million of cuts since 2010, but we need to cut over £300 million more by 2018. Government funding to the Council has been reduced by £265 million a year and will be cut by £105 million next year. Next year’s cuts to our basic grant from the Government will be the highest since austerity began. The Government has cut funding to authorities in deprived areas more. 
We will need to make long term changes to adjust to reduced levels of funding. We cannot always use reserves. We have planned for council tax increases. Each one per cent increase in council tax gives an extra £2.6 million income a year.
Next year’s budget for 2015/16 will be the hardest yet. We may lose some services and will have to radically redesign others. We have already cut our workforce, and will see it reduce further. We will need to work more with other public services, with businesses and communities.

Proposal 1
Assessment & Support Planning and use of the Better Care Fund
About this service

This is our Adult Social Work service.  Social Workers’ responsibilities include:

· Carrying out the statutory assessments  for adults and carers of adults.

· Discharging statutory duties under Mental Health legislation.

· Discharging statutory duties under Mental Capacity legislation.

· Undertaking Fairer Charging and Charging for Residential Accommodation Guide (CRAG) assessments.

· Adult safeguarding.

We are working with the NHS and  Birmingham Health & Wellbeing Board to develop a more joined up approach to caring for older people.  This is supported through the Government’s Better Care Fund Programme which aims to transform health and social care into intergrated services that work really well together.  It creates a local single pooled budget to encourage  the NHS and local government to work more closely together around people, placing  people’s well-being as the focus of health and care services. 

Proposed changes 

We are not proposing to change the amount spent on assessment and support planning.  The  joint working resulting from the Government’s Better Care Fund Programme is anticipated to provide some savings.   These savings combined with some money previously set aside by the NHS to support adult social care will enable us to keep this budget at its current level  for the next two years.

Proposal 2
Third Sector Commissioning
About this service

These are universal preventative services for younger and older adults who do not have ‘substantial’ or ‘critical’ needs.  These services include providing information and advice, early intervention and services designed to prevent or delay the need for care and support.   At present, these are mainly delivered by Third Sector organisations.

Proposed changes 

The Care Act 2014 requires the Council to promote wellbeing. It places a new duty on local authorities to ensure the provision of preventative services – these are services that help prevent, delay or reduce the development of care and support needs. 
The Third Sector already delivers preventative services, but our proposal is to re-commission these services to provide community-based preventative services. These will provide opportunities for individuals to remain active and engaged within their communities; provide volunteering opportunities to support community development and have the result of creating a more effective longer term impact on individuals’ neighbourhoods and communities across the City. 
we are proposing to make reductions to existing prevention services whilst we undertake the work to commission and procure new services.

Proposal 3

Health & Wellbeing (including Healthwatch Birmingham)
About this service

The Health and Wellbeing team  is responsible for providing information on how social care services are performing, managing the  social care complaints procedure, engaging with citizens  and maintaining social work procedures. The Health and Wellbeing team also manages the budget for Healthwatch Birmingham which is an independent organisation representing the views of residents on issues relating to health and social care.
Proposed changes 

The proposals are to:

· Delete two vacant management posts. Work has started on merging teams that do similar work in the adults’ and children’s parts of the Directorate. In addition, there are currently two adult social care procedure writer posts, and the intention is to reduce this to one post.  

· A budget reduction was proposed in 2014/15 on the basis that Healthwatch Birmingham could generate some of its own income. This was not taken forward in 2014/15 to give them more time to develop income generation plans. It is now proposed to reduce the budget by 30% for 2015/16.

Proposal 4

Specialist Care Services (in house care services)
About this service

Specialist Care Services (SCS) is the internal provider of a wide range of services across all client groups i.e. older people and those with learning disabilities, physical disabilities or mental health issues. It also provides support services such as transport, funerals, protection of property and interpreting services.  
Proposed changes 

We have undertaken a fundamental review of SCS. We have identified  which services we would provide in-house if we  only offered services which provide better value for money, prevent or delay the need for more expensive care and that cannot currently be provided effectively by external providers.  This would mean  the in-house service will predominately focus on: enablement for adults with a learning disability, day dare (for all client groups but with emphasis on day care for  those with a Learning Disability), dementia care for older adults, enablement for older adults, statutory services (i.e. funerals and occupational therapy).

We are proposing to:
· commission the provision of extra care sheltered accommodation and night care services from external providers on a phased basis

· stop the Community Links, Community Options & STAR services 

We will be able to reduce the size of the management team if the services above are stopped or commissioned from external providers.

Proposal 5

Supporting People
About this service

Supporting People is a prevention programme which commissions housing support services for a wide range of vulnerable people.  The support provided helps people develop skills to gain and maintain greater independence e.g. sustain tenancies, improve their mental and physical health, engage in volunteering, training and employment. The client groups supported include homeless people, young people, people with learning disabilities and/or physical disabilities, older people, people experiencing domestic violence, and people with mental health problems.

Proposed changes 

We are proposing to:

· reduce funding for housing support services to people with physical  or  sensory disabilities by 50% in 2015/16.  

· At the same time we will commission a redesigned ‘Disability housing support service’.  The new service would be for adults with a mental health need or a learning, physical or sensory disability.  It would aim to retain some of the supported accommodation currently available in the City and also  support some people living in their own homes. This would enable prevention support to be delivered to people living in the community at risk of increased statutory care interventions and homelessness.  The new service would be in place in 2016/17.

Proposal 7

Public Health
About this service
The role of the Public Health service is to help people and communities stay healthy and protect them from threats to their health. It includes reducing the harmful effects of substance misuse, services to improve sexual health, encouraging healthy  lifestyles including the health check programme, smoking cessation services and improving levels of physical activity, as well as other preventative activities for both adults and children.
The amount we spend on Public Health is ring-fenced.  This means that we are told how much we have to spend on Public Health and we need to spend all of it on Public Health activities.  This means that any savings we make in Public Health services will be spent on other activities that will improve Public Health.  We are proposing to spend £1m of the saving shown below on Environmental Health services and to commission a Debt, Housing and Health Advice service.  We are considering how the remaining money should be spent.

Proposed changes 

There are 5 proposals relating to Public Health. They are numbered 7a to 7e. 
Proposal 7a – Lifestyle commissioning
Birmingham is a City where residents of all ages have the capacity to live healthy lives by addressing the factors that influence their health and wellbeing.
In order to improve the health and wellbeing of all residents, we will develop an integrated lifestyle service that supports people in making informed, healthy, lifestyle choices and that enables access to appropriate, high quality services in a timely manner.

We are proposing to re-commission some of the contracts we have and change the specification of others.  The key changes we are considering are:
· Targetting ‘lifestyle services’ (such as stop smoking, weight management and physical activity services) at those who will benefit most from them, rather than offer the same service to everyone

· Changes to the school nursing service

· Focussing any new investments on early years; promoting independence in the elderly, especially after a fall; and getting people with enduring mental health problems back to work.

Proposal 7c:  Public Health - de-commissioning teenage pregnancy and sexual dysfunction services
This proposal relates to the de-commissioning of some sexual health services relating to teenage pregnancy and sexual dysfunction. Support to a small number of schools regarding teenage pregnancy will be ceased.  This is because the teenage pregnancy rate has dropped across the city to the national average, the new sexual health system will be asked to work in areas with very high rates which may change over time. We will also stop support to the Connexions Service which looked to deter pregnancy amongst young people Not in Employment, Education or Training (NEET). Support for those with sexual dysfunction due to psycho-social problems will also end. This is because this is not the responsibility of the local authority.

Proposal 8 

Education Capital Financing
About this service

This proposal is about changing the way the expenditure on buildings and equipment undertaken by the Council’s maintained schools is dealt with in the Council’s accounts. This money comes from their Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG) or reserves. Council-maintained schools form part of the council’s budget and the assets they own should be properly recorded in the Council’s accounts. To date, expenditure on buildings and equipment funded from DSG has been left in the schools’ day to day budgets, which leads to the value of their property and other assets they own being understated in the Council’s accounts. DSG is a central government grant paid to the Council that can only be spent to support school budgets. Whilst it is principally meant to fund the schools day to day running costs, it is also being used to pay for the purchase of equipment and upgrading of buildings. The DSG spend on equipment and upgrading buildings could, however, be paid from other funds available to the Council, allowing this saving to be made.

The proposal does not in any way impact on academies, which have separate funding arrangements.
Proposed changes 

This proposal allows the Council to deal with the £6m gap between what the Council pays for the schools built under the Private Finance Initiative and the income it receives that was identified in last year’s budget consultation without cutting the budgets of all of the schools in the City. Under this proposal, the Council would ensure that expenditure on buildings and equipment undertaken by its maintained schools complies with required standard accountancy practice. This would then provide an opportunity for the Council to use under spends on its capital programme to fund the spending on buildings and equipment that schools have used DSG to pay for.

Proposal 9

Early Years
About this service

The focus of the early years’ service is to ensure there is sufficient good quality childcare and early education for children under five.   It also covers children’s centres, quality assuring provision and integrating services as part of early help and intervention.

Proposed changes 

We are proposing to transform services for young children and families.  The aim is to achieve better outcomes for young children and families, but to spend less and to close some services.  The transformation plan will include Early Years’ services, children’s centres, nurseries, the Think Family programme, and  opportunities provided by health visiting services transferring to the City Council.

This is a significant piece of work and we don’t yet have firm proposals about what services will look like in the future but we expect:

· Children’s centres will need to offer more targeted services rather than universal services (focussing services on those with the greatest need, rather than offering a service to all families).

· The Central Support team will need to be restructured.

· There are likely to be more commissioned services, rather than services provided directly by the council.

Proposal 10
Home to School Transport
About this service

This service arranges transport between home and school for approximately 4,000 pupils on 900 routes, including those with special educational needs and/or a disability.  It is made up of the Education Transport and Escort Liaison Teams.

Proposed changes 

We are proposing to:

· Ensure that the Home to School Policy is strictly adhered to at assessment and appeal – this will mean we only provide home to school transport where we have a statutory duty to do so.

· Look at our transport procurement and commissioning to ensure we are using the most cost effective and efficient arrangements, whether this is using externally commissioned transport or using our own fleet.

· Promote use of Personal Transport Budgets.  This is where we make a payment to someone to organise their own transport, rather than the council organising it for them.

· Promote independent travel where appropriate; enabling people to use public transport rather than rely on specialised transport vehicles.

· Assess if pupil guides (who accompany children and young people to school on public transport) could be commissioned from an external organisation, rather than being directly employed by the council.
