On the 24th day of August 2023 the above named Council made the above named Orders under Sections 9 and 10 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) (“the Act”) and of all other enabling powers and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the Act the effect of which is to introduce an Experimental Traffic Regulation Order to:

Prohibit motorised vehicles except Permit Holders, Blue Badge Holders and Authorised Vehicles, on lengths of locations listed during specified times; 
LANGLEY HALL DRIVE, SUTTON REDDICAP Monday to Friday, between 8.30 to 9.00am and 3 to 3.30pm 
BERWOOD ROAD, SUTTON WYLDE GREEN Monday to Friday, between 8.30 to 9.00am and 3 to 3.30pm 
MALLARD DRIVE, STOCKLAND GREEN Monday to Friday, between 8.15 to 9.00am and 3 to 3.45pm
GLENVILLE ROAD & HAYWARDS CLOSE, STOCKLAND GREEN existing restriction times varied to Mon – Fri 8.15 to 9.15am and 2.45 to 3.45pm.
This Orders will come into operation on 4th September 2023.
The above named Council will consider in due course whether these Experimental Orders should be made permanent. Persons wishing to object to the making of the permanent Orders must, within six months of the date the Orders coming into operation or the date of any modification which might be made, send a statement in writing, including the grounds for their objection to the Assistant Director - Transport & Connectivity at Place, Prosperity & Sustainability Directorate, Birmingham City Council, PO Box 14439, Birmingham B2 2JE. 

If any person wishes to question the validity of these Experimental Orders or of any of the provisions contained in them on the grounds that it is not within the powers conferred by the Act or on the grounds that any requirements of the Act or any instrument made under it has not been complied with in relation to these Orders may within 6 weeks from 24th August 2023 apply to the High Court for this purpose.
