NOTICE is hereby given that the above named Council propose to make this Order under Sections 1(1), 2(1) to (3), 4(2), 32, 35, 45, 46, 49, 53, 101 and 102 and Part IV of Schedule 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, (as amended) the effect of which will be as follows: 

1. To replace the Birmingham City Council (Jewellery Quarter Birmingham) (Controlled Parking Zone) Order 2011 with a new Order.

2. To replace unrestricted parking bays with Parking Bays with Payment on CAMDEN STREET, POPE STREET, POWELL STREET, SUMMER HILL ROAD, WARSTONE LANE, BRANSTON STREET, PITSFORD STREET and KEY HILL;

3. To replace Limited Waiting with Parking Bays with Payment on CARVER STREET, TENBY STREET NORTH, GRAHAM STREET, NEWHALL HILL, KENYON STREET, BRANSTON STREET, LIVERY STREET and KEY HILL;

4. To replace unrestricted parking bays with Permit Holders Only on POWELL STREET, KENYON STREET, HOCKLEY STREET, PITSFORD STREET and KEY HILL DRIVE;

5. To replace Limited Waiting parking bays with Permit Holders Only on TENBY STREET, REGENT PLACE, GEORGE STREET, BRANSTON STREET and LIVERY STREET;

6. To replace Permit Holders Only parking bays with Parking Bays with Payment on SUMMER HILL TERRACE and PEMBERTON STREET

7. To replace Permit Holders Only parking bays with Disabled Badge Holders Only on SUMMER HILL TERRACE;

8. To replace Parking Bays with Payment with No Waiting at any Time on NORTHAMPTON STREET.
