S257 ORDER - PEDDIMORE, WIGGINS HILL ROAD TO WISHAW LANE
We enclose herewith our referral to the Secretary of State, Planning Inspectorate for determination of a section 257 Public Path Order. Three objections have been received which the applicant has been unable to resolve. The Council therefore refer this matter to the Planning Inspectorate for determination. 
Should this case proceed to a hearing or inquiry, we confirm that the Council officers have the following dates to avoid:

1. 24th March – 29th March 2021; and
2. 10th June – 28th June 2021.
The Council confirms that if the Order is confirmed, then notice will be duly published and served by the Council. If the Order is not confirmed, then notice of this will also be published by the Council. 
The Council confirms that this is a Stopping Up Order only. It is not a Diversion Order and therefore no new route will be provided and ready for use prior to the confirmation Order taking effect. 
The land to which the Order relates is owned by Birmingham City Council who agree to allow the Inspector to access the land. The Inspector does not need to do anything else, they can simply visit the land as the land is open farmland with vacant possession, so no security permissions are required.
We confirm that there is no statutory designation of the land subject to the referral.  We also confirm that no statutory undertaker is affected by this Order.
