Confirmation about the current stage of the development.

Since the grant of hybrid planning permission on 2 September 2019, the Applicants have discharged the following conditions and planning obligations:

· Condition 5 (archaeology written scheme of investigation): Part discharge on 19 November 2019 (Ref. 2019/08178/PA) and further part discharge on 6 November 2020 (Ref. 2020/07575/PA);

· Condition 14 (details of bird/bat boxes): Full discharge on 3 January 2020 (2019/09735/PA); 

· Condition 24 (details of materials for gatehouse): Full discharge on 10 September 2020 (2020/05744/PA); 

· Condition 25 (details of green/brown roofs for gatehouse): Full discharge on 10 September 2020 (2020/05744/PA); and

· Planning obligation requiring a “Final Farmland Birds Mitigation Strategy” discharged on 14 April 2020.

Two Section 96A (Non-material Amendment) applications to the hybrid planning permission have been approved by Birmingham City Council, as follows:

· Ref. 2020/05747/PA: Site-wide hard and soft landscaping amendments, including path realignments, earthworks, levels and planting. Approved on 17 September 2020.

· Ref. 2020/05748/PA: Alterations to the external layout and elevations of the Gatehouse. Approved on 10 September 2020.

On 13 May 2020 the Secretary of State for Transport confirmed an order under Section 247 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 to stop up sections of highway at Peddimore Lane and Wishaw Lane pursuant to the hybrid planning permission.

The hybrid planning permission has yet to be implemented given the requirement under Condition 9 to stop-up Public Right of Way ID: 2086. 
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
