ORDER 20XX
Birmingham City Council propose to make a permanent Order under the provisions of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the affect of which will be to implement lengths of No Waiting restrictions, Resident Permit Parking bays, Shared Resident and Business Permit Parking bays, Limited Waiting bays and Blue Badge Holder Parking bays on roads  in the St Marks area of Ladywood including ST MARKS CRESCENT, ST MARKS STREET, GOODMAN STREET, ANDERTON STREET, KING EDWARDS ROAD, ACORN GROVE, CROSBY CLOSE, DALEY CLOSE, KELSALL CROFT and SHERBORNE GROVE and including parking areas accessed from these roads. Measures are as shown on drawing CA-02393_S1_5001, 002, 003, 004.
These proposals are located in the Ladywood Ward. It forms part of the Economic Growth and Congestion Reduction Programme, which was approved by Cabinet in May 2013. 
The formal reasons for proposing the new Order are:
a) for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising.

b) for facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians)

c) for preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs
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
