The current number of places offered is 155
The proposed number of places is 204.

Two additional sites have been identified for the expansion of the school:
Site One: Chamberlain House, Yew Tree Road, Birmingham B13 8QG (0.5Km from main site at Queensbridge Road)

Site Two: 40, Russell Road, Moseley, Birmingham B13 8RE (1.02km from main site at Queensbridge Road)

Remodelling work will be carried out at these sites to provide the additional classrooms and ancillary space required to implement the proposal.
